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sea - base d ballisti c mis sile s or strategic heavy bom be r s is wholly 
and absolutely unacceptable to the United States. 1£ the Soviets 
raise the question of an exchange of statements or assurances 
with respect to systems excluded from an initial agreement, the 
Delegation is to seek further instructions. 

4. The Verification Panel is to prepare a statement of the 
detailed provisions of a position embodying the elements outlined 
in paragraph (2) and (3). In general, the substance of the provisions 
on definitions, procedures, c o r olla r y constraints, space and other 
launchers, and verification, consultation, and duration, etc. of 
Option D as set forth in the Mernorandurn on ' ISALT Options 11 should 
apply to the new p osition as well, except where inconsistent with 
the elements outlined in paragraphs (2) and (3). However, they 
should be revised wherever appropriate to increase precision, 
specificity and clarity. This detailed statement is to be prepared 
on an urgent basis and is to be available for my consideration by 
7 days after the date of issuance of this Merno r an durn , 

5. Appropriate c on s u lta t i on s with the NATO allies on the 
new position should be carried out as soon as possible. 

6. Pending re ceipt of the detailed statement of the new 
position, the Delegation is authorized to present the main elements, 
as outlined in paragraphs (2) and (3), to the Soviets. After 
consultation with Washington, the Delegation may, in making such 
pre sentation, use a formal statement or le s s formal me a.ns , and 
may present all the elements at once or present them in stages, 
as it deems most advantageous from the negotiating point of view. 
In making any such pre sentation, however, and particularly in 
any presentation of the elements in stages, the Delegation must 
emphasize that the acceptability to the United States of each individual 
provision is contingent on agreement on the other elements of the new 
position, including particularly corollary verification provisions and 
sub-limitations within the overall aggregate. 
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7. The Delegation is to make it clear that the United 
State s continue s to support a comprehensive agreement, along 
the lines of either of the approache s already outlined and that 
we will seek to have an initial agreement followed by further 
agreements, including if possible controls on multiple independently 
targetted re-entry vehicles, major mutual reductions in the principal 
fo r m s of strategic weapons, and Iim it s on IRBMs, MRBMs and sub­
rna r ine -launche d cruise rn.i s sile s .
