systemization, operations, and closure,
except at the stockpile locations

in Colorado and Kentucky. CMA

is also responsible for emergency
preparedness activities at chemical
weapons storage depots; disposal

of binary chemical munitions and
non-stockpile chemical materiel;
destruction of former chemical
weapons production facilities;
assessment and destruction of
recovered chemical warfare materiel;
and provision of all DoD-approved
support to international chemical
demilitarization programs.
