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(h) The Board is authorized Lo sit and act at such places
and times as it may determine, and upou a vote of a majority
of its members, to require by subpena or otherwise the at-
tendance of such withessex and the production of such books,
papers, and documents. to administer such oaths and affirna-
tions, to take such testimony, to procure such printing and
binding, and to make such expenditures, as it deenx advis-
able. The Board may make such rules roapecting its organisa-
tion and procedures as it deems neceswary, cxcept that no
recommendation shall be reported from the Board unless a
majority of the Board assent. Subpenas may be issued over
the signature of the Chairman of the Board or of any voting
member desiguated by him or by the Board, and may be
served by such person or persous ax may be dosiguated by
such Chairman or member. The Chairman of the Board or
any voting member thereof may administer ouths or affma-
tions to witnesses. ' | |
(i) In addition to the powers and duties vested in him
by this section, the Commissioner shall exercise such powers
and duties as may be delegated to him by the Board.
| (j) The Commissioner may appoint, with the approval
of the Board, a Deputy Commissioner who shall perform
such functions as the Commissioner may proseribe and who
shall be Acting Commissioner during the absence or in-

capacity of the Commissioner or in the event of a vacancy in
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the office of Commissionor. The Deputy Conuissioner shall
receive basic pay at the rate provided for level IV of the
Exceutive Schedule under section 5315 of title 5.

(k) The Commission shall have the authority, within
the limits of available appropriations, to do all things nec-
essary to carry out the provisions of this section, including,
but without being limited to, the suthority to—

with or without reimbursement, without performance or
other bonds, and without regard to section 5 of title 41;

(3) make advance, progress, and other payments
which relate to technology assessment in the energy field
without regard to the provisions of section 529 of title 31:

(4) accept and utilize the services of voluntary and
uncompensated personnel neeessary for the conduet of

the work of the Commission and provide transportation
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and subsistence as authorized by section 5708 of title

5 for persons serving without compensation;

(5) acquire by purchase, lease, loan, or gift, and
hold and dispose of hy sale, lease, or loan, real and per-
sonal property of all kinds necessary for or resulting from
the exercise of anthority granted hy thix section: and

(6) prescribe such rules and regulations ax it deems
necessary governing the operation and organization of
the Commission.

(1) Contractors and other parties entering into eon-
tracts and other arrangements under thix section which -
involve costs to the Government shall maintain sueh hooks
and related records. as will facilitate an effective audit in such
detail and in such mauner ax shall he preseribed by the
Office, and such hooks and records (and related documents
and papers) shail he available to the Office and the Comp-
troller General of the United States, or any of their duly
authorized representatives, for the purpose of aundit and
examination, ' '

(m) The Commission, in carrying out the provisions of
this i-’luqﬂcr, shall not, itself, operate any lahoratorics, pilot
plants, or test facilities.
