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USAID should enhance the effectiveness of its
agricultural and health programs that affect or
involve pesticide or chemica use.

USAID should increase its use of Integrated Pest
Management (IPM) significantly, with the goal of
making IPM its primary pest management approach.
Achieving this goal wilksquire improved implemen-
tation and more suppottfor research and training,
and would have a catalytic effect on other donors.

In cooperation with other U.S. agencies and the
private sector, USAID should prepare a long-
term pan for itsrolein preventing and mitigating
problems associated with activities involving in-
dustrial chemicals in developing countries.

USAID should report to Congress every two years,
beginning in 1989, on its progress toward im-
plementing the recommendations in this report
and on future opportunities to address pesticide
and chemical issues in developing countrlg.

Congress should provide clear policy guidance to
U.S. Government agencies:garding thepevision
to, and use of, agricultural ahimndustrial b emicals
in developing countries.
