SUBJECT:  Executive Summary, Call For Improvement (CFI) F04701-96-R-0008, Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle (EELV) - Pre-Engineering and Manufacturing Development (Pre-EMD) Module


Thank you for your interest in the EELV Pre-EMD Module. We invite you to submit a proposal in response to the attached CFI. We believe the open dialog and constructive feedback during the preparation process has helped us develop a high quality solicitation which accurately reflects government requirements in a clear and concise fashion.


The objective of the EELV program, a key part of the Department of Defense's plan for the president's policy on space transportation, is to make space launch more affordable by reducing the total cost of launch as compared to current launch systems. It is essential that EELV reduces the cost of space launch while it also preserves or improves launch system reliability, operability, and capability.


The Pre-EMD Module is the second phase of a three-phase modular acquisition strategy. The Government intends to award two Firm-Fixed Price contracts for up to $60M each for this 17 month effort using full and open competition among US manufacturers. Contract awards will be made to those offerors whose proposals, based on an integrated assessment of the SSA, are considered the best value to the Government.


Offerors who were not participants in the EELV LCCV Module must satisfy the requirements specified in Section 3, paragraph (6) of the CFI, entitled "Non-Low Cost Concept Validation (LCCV) Offeror Requirements." The required documentation must be submitted no later than 10 calendar days prior to the Pre-EMD proposal due date.
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Concurrent with the issuance of this CFI, I will advise government agencies that the EELV Pre-EMD Module source selection is in progress. Recipients of this CFI are advised any communication with government agencies regarding this acquisition is inappropriate until after contract award.


Offerors should contact Joyce Mullenbach, Procuring Contracting Officer, at (310) 336-4578, if there are any concerns regarding the acquisition. An Offeror who prefers to remain anonymous may contact Mr. Leslie L. Bordelon, the Space and Missile Systems Center (SMC) Ombudsman at (310) 363-3818. The Ombudsman will communicate Offeror issues, disagreements, and recommendations on this acquisition to the proper channels. The role of the Ombudsman is not to diminish the authority of the System Program Director or the Contracting Officer, but to advocate the Offeror's concern on a nonattribution basis. The Ombudsman will maintain strict confidentiality when requested by the Offeror. The Ombudsman will not participate in the evaluation of proposals or the source selection decision process.
